About the Product: Old English Gin. When buying Gin in the 1700’s and 1800’s
you’d be offered a simple choice: English Gin or Holland’s Gin. Hollands Gin is today
known as Jenever, and English Gin was branded fancy names as Old Tom, Young
Tom or Samson, or after the name of the distiller or the location as Booth's,
Gordon’s, Warrington and Beefeater. In 1783, England was the largest importer of
French Champagne, and it was normal that consumers would use any vessel they
had for filling gin from the gin shops, and most likely there were a lot of Champagne
bottles being re-used for filling in gin. This Old English Gin is made from a 1783
recipe (still being kept in the safe at the distillery) distilling 11 botanicals in the
oldest pot still being used in England at present day, called Angela or Grand Ma
(named of the mother of the master distiller at that time). And made by John Dore
Ltd. from some of the last British copper.
